Army 10+2 (any stream)
Navy 10+2 with Physics & Maths



Wing Qualification Required
Air Force 10+2 with Physics & Maths

4. Marital Status
e Only unmarried female candidates are eligible

e Marriage is not permitted during training

NDA 2026 Physical Standards for Girls

Minimum Height Requirement

Wing Minimum Height
Army 152 cm
Navy 152 cm
Air Force 163 cm

v Height relaxation of 5 ecm for candidates from hilly areas.

Weight Standards
e Weight must be proportionate to height and age

e Overweight or underweight beyond limits can lead to rejection

Chest Requirement

* [] Not applicable for girls

NDA 2026 Medical Standards for Girls (Key Points)

Common checks include:

e Vision & eyesight standards

No flat foot or knock knees

Normal hearing and BP

No major skin diseases

Tattoos only allowed on inner forearm or back of palm

[NIMedical standards are strict and non-negotiable.
